There are also several Dick Blick Art Supply stores in the Boston area.
· For first session, please bring one or more subjects (plant, mineral, or animal) that inspire you. (Think fruit, vegetable, shell, stone, feather, bone, or sharp close-up photo[s] of an insect or animal.) 
· Sketching paper:  9”x12” (such as Blick #13650-1023, or whatever you have)
· Hot-press paper* (for colored pencil & watercolor):  Fabriano “Artistico” HP or Arches “Aquarelle” HP:  1-2 full sheets, 22”x30”, cut into quarters (or a 9”x12” block)
· Bristol Plate paper* (for graphite):  Borden & Riley #120P, 9”x12” (Blick #13329-2023)
· Tracing paper, 9”x12” or larger

•     Graphite pencils: 4H, 2H, HB, 2B, 4B, 6B  (Should be all same brand. I recommend Staedtler Mars Lumograph, available from most art supply stores, as well as Staples and Blick. A set of 12 may be most economical.) 

· Colored pencils** (Please do not substitute other brands.): 



Faber-Castell Polychromos (at minimum, a set of 6) (Blick #20561-1069), and


Faber-Castell Polychromos #175 (Dark Sepia) (Blick #20538-8080)

· Prismacolor Colorless Blender pencil (Blick #20508-1010)

· 2 watercolor pointed round paint brushes, size 4 & size 1, such as Winsor & Newton Cotman series 222, (Blick #05039-1004) and (Blick #05039-1001)**
· Alvin Heritage Drawing Tools Set (for sharpening, blending, & erasing graphite) (Blick #22731-1009)

· Small white palette or plate (for mixing paints)

· Tombow “Mono Zero” Elastomer eraser, 2.3mm (Blick #21576-9330)
· Magnifying glass
· Manual pencil sharpener, such as Faber-Castell Grip Trio (Blick #21430-1004) 
· Ruler (see-through plastic)
· Artist’s Tape, ½” or thinner width (white)
· Water holder
· Paper towels
· Feather or desk broom to sweep away erasures

· Digital camera or tablet (very useful)
· Lightweight drawing board (such as piece of ¼” thick Foamcore cut to 12” x 16”)
