MATERIALS LIST
Surfaces
•   3-6 smallish substrates for practice and experimentation. If possible, bring a variety as each surface        offers its own exciting responses to paint handling techniques to be covered.


Suggest: a combination of panels, canvas, and/or archival paper all prepared with gesso.

• At least one already-painted canvas or panel that you're eager or at least willing to paint over.

• At least one medium to large canvas or panel, prepared with gesso for a final painting.
• One small jar of Golden High Solid Gel Medium, gloss or matte. 

Medium:  Acrylic or oil
I will be working in oil with stand oil/galkyd medium and mineral spirits.

Please bring whatever medium you typically use.  

A little galkyd is helpful in workshop setting to accelerate drying of oils a bit.

Notes for acrylic users:  

If using acrylic, remember that acrylic should not be used over oil, so when we work on top of an existing painting, the original should be an acrylic.

If not using open acrylics, I recommend you bring some open medium to extend drying time a bit when needed.

Include some transparent/translucent colors in your palette such as:


Sap Green 


Viridian


Indian Yellow


Dioxazine Purple


Ultramarine Blue

         Alizarin Crimson

         Quinacridone Violet, Magenta, or Rose 

         Ivory Black

Suggested tools and supplies for mark-making and paint handling
In addition to your usual preferred tools such as brushes or palette knives, 

bring along anything that would be good for transferring texture to canvas and/or impressing texture into paint on canvas, or a tool that would make an unusual mark. I will bring things to share, too.

Let your imagination run wild.

Suggestions below:


Corrugated cardboard


Plastic membership or credit cards 


Lace or any item with a raised texture that you don't mind using here


Leaves or other items from nature


Color shapers (silicone tipped)


Wide hardware store brushes


Plastic spoons/forks/surrated knives


Scotch-Brite (or similar) scouring pad


Medium grit sand paper
