Our workshop is rapidly approaching, and there are a few things that you'll need to prepare and bring with you. Below is a list of the supplies you should bring with you for the workshop. But the most important thing is to bring an open attitude, and a spirit of adventure! 

BRING:

Natural objects that you can hold in your hand as an inspiration for drawing

Any Natural objects that inspire you texturally, structurally, or that you could imagine in a repeating pattern. Photos or drawings that would give you ideas for your plates.

SUPPLIES:

Assortment of ballpoint pens and pencils, mark-makers, and an etching needle, if you have one. 

Paper: 2 sheets of Masa, 3 sheets of Arnhem, Pescia, or similar 

Rag Printmaking paper. Pre-cut or tear down your papers to 11”x 15” approximately, this will give you quarter-sheets of printing paper, and store these flat, not rolled.  

Soft brushes and bristle brushes for applying glue and grit (for example, a small brush that comes to a point; large broad wash brush; etc.). I will supply the glue and grit. 
18 x 24 pad of lightweight newsprint
Old long-sleeved shirt or apron to prevent you from getting covered in ink
Latex or Nitrile Gloves—size to fit your hands. 

 SUGGESTION: Don’t get too hung up on your imagery for this weekend. Just bring things that you’re interested in but don’t think about making a masterpiece just yet! Anything you bring will be a good starting point.
