MATERIALS LIST FOR  SHILS STUDIO CLASS
Hello participants!
We are going to paint with acrylic for our days together. I find acrylic to be the best way of escaping from all of the clichés we may be carrying related to how we use oil paint. If you are worried about this paint because of unfamiliarity, stop worrying and just enjoy. It will be fine and it will give you a chance to do something different. Also, it will not fill the air with aromatic toxicity as solvents do, so we’ll all feel better in our bodies and lungs.

PAINTS:

For acrylic, I always recommend (if you can swing it in terns of $) GOLDEN in large tubes, but if you already have Liquitex or something else, fine. 

When economy is an issue, and if it is an issue, Utrecht or Dick Blick brand are ok. (I’ve actually been told by employees of Blick that Utrecht is better than their brand so I’d go with that first.) If you get Blick paints, please make sure it is Blick Artist Acrylic and NOT Blick Studio acrylic (student grade and low pigment level, it’s junk). I’ve used both Blick Artists and Utrecht and they are fine, not at all equivalent in body to Golden, but for a class are ok.
Yellow Ochre

Please make sure to have enough white as it is the mother of the palette.
You can bring other colors if you have them.
PAPER:  ONE OF EACH of the following two pads.

Blick Bristol pad, 14x17 inches, smooth surface. (please DO NOT bring the 9x12 inch size.) You might want to get two of these:

Brushes: I recommend Blick’s white synthetic rounds. #05381

I would get #’s 14, 12, 10, 8.

PLEASE DO NOT DO NOT bring the stiff oil painting, hog hair type brushes, they are terrible with acrylic paint. Nad do not bring just tiy brushes. Have a #14 please and a #12.
Palette knife, please being this style with a long blade and NOT tiny little painting knives, the kind used for placing a highlight on a mouse’s nose in a mouse portrait:

maybe bring two in case one breaks.
Disposable palette for acrylic paint, this is 16x20 inch, lots of room to mix and a WHITE surface:

please do NOT bring a tiny little palette, the palette must be large to allow for plenty of room to work. and NOT a GREY palette like we are told the old masters used. They are dead and we are not interested in what they allegedly used. 
gloves for your hands:

I suggest protecting your hands, even with acrylic, you don’t want it all over your skin. But it’s up to you. Here is a good glove, choose the size best for your hands. I use a medium for a snug fit. You can call Grainger and order them. Or perhaps you can find something similar at the hardware store.

Water Bucket: for rinsing the brush, something like a large yogurt or large cottage cheese container. But not glass. Bring something cheap, nothing fancy. 
Paper Towels I always recommend Bounty Microwave, it seems to be the most absorbant. Maybe bring two rolls. If you are sending in a box you can stand on the rolls from the side to flatten them.

A BACKING BOARD, a thin piece of wood that you can tape or attach your paper to while working. I suggest roughly 19 x 19 or something like that. Thin ¼ inch plywood or a standard drawing board, or whatever works.
